Campbell Grant is founder and CEO of Sitekit Solutions Ltd, an e-health software
company based on the Isle of Skye. Sitekit employs 24 staff, supplies its software to
over 200 customers including 25 NHS Trusts generating sales of >£1m/y.

With a strong belief in the importance of research and innovation to business growth
in rural areas like Skye, Campbell set up Sitekit Labs in 2008 to work with universities
(including Harvard & MIT) to commercialise research innovations. With 3 PhD
students now working in Sitekit’s Lab in Portree, Sitekit is creating a centre of
excellence for software innovation in Skye.

His
parallel interest, as a social entrepreneur, is identifying the conditions that enable
knowledge economy businesses to grow in locations distant from market and in
replicating these conditions to stimulate the rural economy.
